Current procedure for proposing & endorsing
good practices

The procedure is rarely used do far. Good practice authors generally struggle to gather
implementation evidence and move passed the initiation phase. It is proposed to introduce an
additional step that would allow to publish the practice to a wider audience to mobilize
implementers to participate in the good practice process.
